Available from The Ripon Uniform Shop and Smart Start. If girls choose to wear the summer 
dress it must be worn with a school blazer, flesh coloured tights or white ankle or knee 
socks.  The school dress should be worn at knee length/below the knee. The dress may 
also be worn with an adjustable navy blue belt.  The belt is an optional item of uniform and 
can be purchased directly from school or from the school suppliers. Girls may opt to wear a 
dark navy blue school jumper in addition to their blazer in inclement weather.  Cardigans are 
not permitted. 

 
N.B. If the girls choose to wear their winter uniform in summer, it must be in full, with the tie and 
black tights.  
 

BAG FOR BOOKS 
 
The bag used for books must be a separate one to that used for games equipment. The bag must must 
support the weight of books and give adequate protection to the books during journeys to and from 
school and when stacked in the cloakrooms. Large sports holdalls are not suitable. Thin nylon, plastic, 
cloth and hessian bags do NOT give adequate protection to books.
