Re – Remembrance Service at Ripon Cathedral for Services Children  
  
On Friday 4th November there will be a service held at Ripon Cathedral for the 
children of local services families.  This event, which has not been able to take place 
in recent years due to the pandemic, is organised by our local Service Children’s 
Champion Jess Greenhalgh and will involve children from schools across North 
Yorkshire.  As part of this years’ service, there will be a focus on the late Queen’s 
connection with the military and her years of service and involvement with the 
armed forces.
